The International Workshop

"Tsunamis in the South Pacific – research towards preparedness and mitigation"

Organized jointly by the IUGG Tsunami Commission (IUGG/TC) and the International Co-ordination Group for the Tsunami Warning System in the Pacific (ICG/ITSU), in co-operation with the Institute of Geological & Nuclear Sciences and the National Institute of Water and Atmospheric Research (New Zealand), in Wellington, New Zealand on September 27-28, 2003 in conjunction with ITSU-XIX.

Convened by Viacheslav Gusiakov (Russia), François Schindelé (France), Gaye Downes (New Zealand), and Roy Walters (New Zealand).

Following the tradition of having the joint workshops for discussing new research aspects of the tsunami problem important for tsunami warning and mitigation, the IUGG Tsunami Commission and the ICG/ITSU announce the International Workshop 'Tsunamis in the South Pacific – research towards preparedness and mitigation' to be held in Wellington, New Zealand on September 27-28, 2003 in conjunction with the XIX Session of the ICG/ITSU. This will be the fourth workshop in a series of joint workshops organized by the IUGG/TC and the ICG/ITSU. The workshop in New Zealand’s capital city, Wellington, is planned as a two-day international conference for discussing a wide spectrum of tsunami research related to understanding tsunami hazards, and developing tsunami warning and mitigation measures. The focus will be on aspects important for the South West and Central Pacific region, although other presentations are welcome. The Workshop will be of interest to a wide community of researchers, emergency managers, decision makers, and other practitioners dealing with assessment and mitigation of tsunami hazard, and will assist in developing regional tsunami mitigation programs in the South West and Central Pacific region. The workshop will be preceded on Friday, September 26, 2003 by an optional one-day field trip to the nearby coast where a series of raised beaches attest to the dramatic effects of past large earthquakes, the most recent being the tsunamigenic M8+ earthquake in 1855.

The objectives of the Wellington workshop are: (1) to review the situation with tsunami observations and preparedness in the South West and Central Pacific area, (2) to analyze the regional features of tsunami generation, propagation and impact from both local and remote sources, (3) to exchange national experiences on the development of mitigation measures, (4) to formulate recommendations on the actions required for tsunami disaster reduction.

Specific topics for the discussions during the workshop will be:

1) Present status of the tsunami observation and response network in the South West and Central Pacific,

2) Completeness and reliability of regional and national tsunami catalogs,

3) Regional features of the tsunami generation mechanism - relative importance of tectonic, landslide and volcano generation mechanisms,

4) Regional features of wave propagation and run-up from local and remote sources,

5) Regional features of the geology of tsunamis and paleotsunami research,

6) Tsunami hazard and risk assessment and mitigation,

7) Tsunami education and public awareness, national and regional programs,

The workshop format will include talks given by leading experts, presentations of participants and round-table discussions.

The language of the Workshop will be English.
